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something that’s greener,” Tiegs attests. “l did the “Living with the environment,” Tiegs affirms. “It doesn’t absorb all of the
Ed” show with Ed Bagley, who is a dear friend of mine. He told  old drips and drops from your cooking, so there are no stains
and you don't need to use harsh chemicals to keep it clean”

Working with environmentally conscious initiatives has
always been important to Tiegs, so it’s no surprise that she
has come together with Cambria, who also recycles and
recovers 98% of the water used in its production.

“Pve got two hybrid cars also, so it’s a real natural fit,”
Tiegs says. “I'm so excited about it and I don’t have to make
anything up because it’s really the direction I want to go.”

Tiegs is currently in the process of flipping her home to
the greener side of things, replacing her high-maintenance
tile with natural quartz in shades of vanilla and chocolate
brown. To better align her home with her Earth-minded
values, she’s also taken on a few other budding projects.

“I'm looking into solar panels and little windmills,” Tiegs
says. “I just got some samples for Astroturf too, so I wouldn'’t
have to use the fertilizer and chemicals needed for a green
lawn anymore, and I would save on water. So I'm trying to
OWROOM, INTERN/ MATREET St find the Astroturf that looks the most natural.”
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
